Communications

Chief Boyd welcomed the families, friends and fellow officers in acknowledging two Police Officers for their exceptional Police Work.  He thanked the Council for allotting the time on their busy agenda for this presentation of Life Saving Medals.  Chief Boyd gave backgrounds on the two officers, Officer James Sheilds and Officer David Ficca.  He stated that the Officers had responded to a call and upon arriving saw that Mrs. Reitzel had stopped breathing.  They began CPR immediately and utilized AED while awaiting EMS.  Councilman McGuigan offered his congratulations stating that they must do well under pressure.  Councilman Dill also thanked them for their service to the Community.  Councilman Tapp stated that the men our heroes without a doubt and thanked them.  Both Officers were presented with Life Saving Medals and received a round of applause from the governing body and the audience, including Mrs. Reitzel.

Mayor’s Report
Mayor Glasser gave the Police Department report in full for the month of January.  He reported that he attended, along with Councilman McGuigan, Administrator Swain and Atty. Franklin, the meeting with regard to the closing of JFK Bridge from September to May for repairs.  It was recommended that it remain open due to the closing causing major inconvenience, a safety hazard and additional burden on our Fire Department to cover Seaview Harbor. BOND ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR VARIOUS CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS  AND EXTRAORDINARY REPAIRS IN AND BY THE CITY OF SOMERS POINT, IN THE COUNTY OF ATLANTIC, NEW JERSEY, NECESSITATED BY HURRICANE SANDY, AND APPROPRIATING 
ONE MILLION THREE HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS ($1,300,000) THEREFOR AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF ONE MILLION THREE HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS ($1,300,000) BONDS OR NOTES OF THE CITY FOR FINANCING THE COST THEREOF 

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SOMERS POINT IN THE COUNTY OF ATLANTIC, NEW JERSEY (not less than two-thirds of the full membership thereof affirmatively concurring), DOES HEREBY ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:


Section 1.
Appropriation for Project-Down Payment

The improvements described in Section 3 of this Bond Ordinance are hereby respectfully authorized as general capital improvements to be made or acquired by the City of Somers Point, in the County of Atlantic, New Jersey (the “City”), such capital improvements having been made necessary as a result of damages caused by Hurricane Sandy and for which the governing body of the City previously declared an emergency appropriation.  For said improvements or purposes stated in Section 3, there are hereby appropriated the sums of money therein stated as the appropriations made for said improvements or purposes, said sums being inclusive of all appropriations heretofore made therefore and amounting in the aggregate to ONE MILLION
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Ordinance No. 4 (Continued)

THREE HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS ($1,300,000).  No down payment is being appropriated for these purposes as the City intends to request a waiver of the down payment requirement for these emergency improvements from the Division of Local Government Services in the Department of Community Affairs of the State of New Jersey (the “Local Finance Board”) pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:2-11(c) and 40A:2-7(a).

Section 2.
Authorization of Bonds

For the financing of said improvements or purposes and to meet the part of said ONE MILLION THREE HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS ($1,300,000) appropriation, negotiable bonds of the City are hereby authorized to be issued in the maximum principal amount of ONE MILLION THREE HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS ($1,300,000) pursuant to the Local Bond Law of New Jersey (the “Local Bond Law”) and any other law applicable thereto.  In anticipation of the issuance of said bonds and to temporarily finance said improvements or purposes stated in Section 3, negotiable note(s) of the City in the maximum principal amount of ONE MILLION THREE HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS ($1,300,000) are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to and within the limitations prescribed by the Local Bond Law.


Section 3.
 Description of Project

The improvements hereby authorized and the purposes for the financing of which said obligations are to be issued, the appropriations made for and the estimated costs of such purposes (including all work or materials necessary therefore or incidental thereto), and the estimated maximum amount of bonds or notes to be issued for such purposes are as follows:

Section 4. 
Authorization of Notes

In anticipation of the issuance of said bonds and to temporarily finance said improvements, negotiable notes of the City in a principal amount equal to the said principal of bonds not exceeding ONE MILLION THREE HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS ($1,300,000) are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to the limitations prescribed by the Local Bond Law.  All such note(s) shall mature at such time as may be determined by the Chief 
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Financial Officer or such other Financial Officer designated by Resolution for these purposes (both being hereinafter referred to in this Section as Chief Financial Officer); provided that no note shall mature later than one (1) year from its issue date.  Such note(s) shall bear interest at a rate or rates and shall be in such form as may be determined by the Chief Financial Officer.  The Chief Financial Officer shall determine all matters in connection with any note(s) issued pursuant to this Ordinance, and the signature of the Chief Financial Officer upon such note(s) shall be conclusive evidence as to all such determinations.  The Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized to sell the note(s) from time to time at public or private sale in such amounts as the Chief Financial Officer may determine and not less than par, and to deliver the same from time to time to the purchasers thereof upon receipt of the purchase price plus accrued interest from their dates to the date of delivery thereof as payment thereof.  Such Chief Financial Officer is authorized and directed to report in writing to the Mayor and the Council of the City at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of the note(s) pursuant to this Ordinance is made.  Such report shall include the amount, the description, the interest rate, the maturity schedule of the note(s) sold, price obtained and the name of the purchaser.  All note(s) issued hereunder may be renewed from time to time for periods not exceeding one (1) year for the time period specified in and in accordance with the provisions and limitations of N.J.S.A. 40A:2-8(a) of the Local Bond Law.  The Chief Financial Officer is further directed to determine all matters in connection with said note or notes and not determined by this Ordinance.  The Chief Financial Officer’s signature upon said note(s) shall be conclusive evidence of such determination.


Section 5.
The capital budget of the City of Somers Point is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of this bond ordinance.  The resolution in the form promulgated by the Local Finance Board showing full detail of the capital budget and capital program is on the file with the Clerk and is available there for public inspection.


Section 6.
Additional Matters

The following additional matters are hereby determined, declared and recited and stated:




(a)
The said purposes described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance are not current expenses and are properties or improvements which the City may lawfully undertake as a self-liquidating purpose of a municipal public utility.  No part of the cost thereof has been or shall be specifically assessed on property specifically benefited thereby.




(b)
The period of usefulness of said purposes authorized herein as determined in accordance with the Local Bond Law is 16.47 years. 




(c)
The supplemental debt statement required by the Local Bond Law  has been duly prepared and filed in the office of the City Clerk and a complete executed duplicate thereof has been filed in the office of the Director of the Division of Local Government Services in the Department of Community Affairs of the State of New Jersey, and such statement shows that the gross debt of the City as defined in the Local Bond Law is increased by the authorization of the bonds and notes provided for in this bond ordinance by ONE MILLION THREE HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS ($1,300,000), and that the net debt of the City determined as provided in the Local Bond Law is not increased by this bond ordinance.  The said obligations authorized by this bond ordinance will be within the debt limitations prescribed by the Local Bond Law.
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(d) Amounts not exceeding Two Hundred Thousand Dollars ($200,000) in the aggregate for interest on said obligations, costs of issuing said obligations, architectural, engineering and inspection costs, legal expenses, a reasonable proportion of the compensation and expenses of employees of the City in connection with the acquisition of such improvement and property as authorized herein, and other items of expense listed in and permitted under Section 40A:2-20 of the Local Bond Law have been included as part of the costs of said improvement and are included in the foregoing estimate thereof.

(e)
This bond ordinance authorize obligations of the City solely for purposes described in N.J.S.A. 40A:2-7(a).  
Section 7.


Any action taken by any officials of the City in connection with the improvements described in Section 3 hereof are hereby ratified and confirmed notwithstanding that such actions may have been taken prior to the effective date of this bond ordinance and shall be deemed to have been taken pursuant to this bond ordinance.

Section 8.


Any grant moneys received for the purpose described in Section 3 hereof shall be applied either to direct payment of the cost of the improvement or to payment of the obligations issued pursuant to this bond ordinance.  The amount of obligations authorized but not issued hereunder shall be reduced to the extent that such funds are so used.


Section 9.
Full Faith and Credit

The full faith and credit of the City are hereby pledged to punctual payment of the principal and interest on the said obligations authorized by this bond ordinance.  Said obligations shall be direct, unlimited obligations of the City, and the City shall be obligated to levy ad valorem taxes upon all of the taxable property within the City for the payment of said obligations and interest thereon without limitation of rate or amount.


Section 10. 
Official Intent to Reimburse Expenditures


The City reasonably expects to reimburse any expenditures towards the cost of the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance and paid prior to the issuance of any bonds or notes authorized by this bond ordinance with the proceeds of such bonds or notes.  No funds from sources other than the bonds or notes authorized herein has been or is reasonably expected to be reserved, allocated on a long-term basis or otherwise set aside by the City, or any member of the same “control group” as the City, within the meaning of Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-1(f), pursuant to their budget or financial policies with respect to any expenditures to be reimbursed.  This Section is intended to be and hereby is a declaration of the City’s official intent to reimburse any expenditures towards the costs of the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 hereof to be incurred and paid prior to the issuance of bonds or notes authorized herein in accordance with Treasury Regulations Section 1.103-18, and no action (or inaction) will be an artifice or device in accordance with Treasury Regulation Section yield restrictions or arbitrage rebate requirements.
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Section 11.
Effective Date

Neither this bond ordinance nor any resolution of the City Council performing, determining or authorizing matters or acts in connection with the issuance of bonds or notes hereunder shall take effect until there is endorsed upon a certified copy hereof of the consent of the Local Finance Board referred to in Section 40A:2-7(a) of the Local Bond Law; and in no event shall this bond ordinance be effective earlier than twenty (20) days after the first publication thereof after final adoption, as provided by said Local Bond Law.

Charlene Welsh, 11 Wayne Drive, came forward and addressed the governing body stating that she has security concerns and stated that it is a nice quiet neighborhood and would like to keep it that way.  
A resident from 15 Wayne Drive came forward and addressed the governing body stating that she is concerned about traffic.

RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF SOMERS POINT, COUNTY  OF ATLANTIC, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE MAKING OF AN APPLICATION TO THE LOCAL FINANCE BOARD PURSUANT TO N.J.S.A. 40A:2-7 and 40A:2-11(c)

WHEREAS, in order to meet certain extraordinary repair expenses resulting from substantial unforeseen damages caused by Hurricane Sandy, the City of Somers Point, in the County of Atlantic, State of New Jersey (the “City”) adopted Resolution No. 197-2012 on November 15, 2012, and Resolution No. 204-2012 on November 29, 2012, which appropriated the sum of $1,300,000 to pay such extraordinary expenses and thereby protect public property, health, safety and welfare of the municipality (the “Hurricane Special Emergency Appropriation”); and 

WHEREAS, a portion of the Hurricane Special Emergency Appropriation in the amount of $1,200,000, together with an additional appropriation of $100,000, for a total amount of $1,300,000, is required to perform certain major capital improvements to City parks and other property, including beaches, docks, retaining walls, coastal stabilization techniques, fishing piers, fencing and various other park improvements; and  

WHEREAS, the Local Bond Law of the State of New Jersey, N.J.S.A. 40A:2-1 et seq. (the “Local Bond Law”) provides that the City may spread the cost of such major capital improvements over the useful life of such improvements through the adoption of a bond ordinance; and 

WHEREAS, in accordance with Sections 40A:2-11(c) and 40A:2-7 of the Local Bond Law, the City may apply to the Local Finance Board of the Division of Local Government Services of the Department of Community Affairs of the State of New Jersey (“Local Finance Board”) to permit the waiver of the required five (5%) percent down payment requirement if the expenditure is the result of fire, flood or other disaster; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to make application to the Local Finance Board for approval of the proposed bond ordinance and waiver of the required down payment pursuant to by Section 40A:2-7 of the Local Bond Law; and  
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WHEREAS, the City Council believes it is in the public interest to request such waiver of the required down payment, that such waiver will not materially impair the credit of the City or substantially reduce the City’s ability to pay punctually the principal of and interest on its debts and to supply other essential public improvements or services, nor will such waiver create an undue financial burden to be placed upon the City.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SOMERS POINT, COUNTY OF ATLANTIC as follows:


Section 1.  The application to the Local Finance Board is hereby approved, and the City’s Bond Counsel, Auditor and Financial Advisor, if any, along with other representatives of the City, are hereby authorized to prepare such application and to represent the City in matters pertaining thereto.


Section 2.  The City Clerk is hereby directed to prepare and file a copy of the proposed Resolution with the Local Finance Board as part of such application.


Section 3.  The Local Finance Board is hereby respectfully requested to consider such application and to record its findings, recommendations and/or approvals as provided by the applicable New Jersey Statute.

He stated that personally he feels this is where it should be built – you have the use of the restrooms, parking and the whole athletic system where there are people there keeping an eye on the area.  He stated that he feels that having tennis courts is important and tonight they have an obligation to either fund this or deny the funding.  
Councilman Dill stated that he is torn, he has family and former neighbors that are opposed and he has an obligation to the public. Kennedy Memorial Bridge was posted on the Press of Atlantic City web-site and was distributed to members of the Somers Point City Council at a regular meeting held on January 24, 2013; and

WHEREAS, according to the article, the proposed schedule of rehabilitation would require a complete closure of the bridge to traffic from between 7 a.m. And 7 p.m. Monday through Friday from September 4 through December 15, 2013 and total closure between April 1 and April 15, 2014; and

WHEREAS, the article further reported that the proposed schedule of bridge closing had been approved by the governing body of Egg Harbor Township, leaving final approval to Longport to be considered at a meeting of its governing body on February 20, 2013; and

WHEREAS, a concern was expressed by the Mayor and Council that no prior notice of this project had been received and for the potential adverse impact such a closing to vehicular traffic would have upon not only the residents of the City of Somers Point, but also upon the residents of the Downbeach communities which utilize the bridge on a daily basis as a direct route to Shore Medical Center, physician offices, supermarkets, restaurants and other places of business; and

WHEREAS, such a closing would have a material adverse impact upon the ability of first responders, rescue squads, ambulances and mutual aid fire and police providers to achieve direct and rapid response in the event of emergency situations; and

WHEREAS, having to take an alternate route during a complete closure would require either using a toll bridge or driving into Ventnor or Atlantic City to access the Black Horse Pike, adding a considerable distance to the trip; and

WHEREAS, the John F. Kennedy Memorial Bridge is a part of the Evacuation Route in the event of a natural disaster; and

WHEREAS, on February 5, 2013 the Atlantic County Board of Chosen Freeholders held an open public meeting in the Longport Commission Chambers for the purpose of presenting the scope of the proposed bridge rehabilitation project to the public and to provide an opportunity for public input; and

WHEREAS, during that meeting a thorough presentation was made by Joseph D'Abundo, the Atlantic County Engineer and a representative of JMT, Inc., the Consulting Engineer on the project to explain the need for the rehabilitation and the resulting 25 year extension of service life expectancy, the reason for rejecting a complete demolition  reconstruction  which would necessitate a complete loss of the bridge connection for two and one half to three years at an estimated cost of $30 million; and
