Communications

Jeff Ang Retirement

Assemblyman Chris Brown made a presentation to Jeff Ang from the Assembly.  Chief Boyd addressed the public honoring Jeff, advising that he has known Jeff for 23 years, thanking him and his family for all they have done for Somers Point. A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING APPROVAL OF AND THE EXECUTION AND DELIVERY OF A CONTRACT FOR THE SALE OF K-9 OZI TO THE MCSHERRYSTOWN, PENNSYLVANIA POLICE DEPARTMENT

FOR THE SUM OF ONE DOLLAR AND OTHER GOOD AND VALUABLE CONSIDERATION
WHEREAS, on November 29, 2010, the Somers Point Police Department purchased a K-9 known as OZI, using funds donated by Fred Vineyard – AMVETS; and
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Resolution No. 114 (Continued)

WHEREAS, until recently, OZI has capably served with K-9 Officer Dill; and

WHEREAS, recently OZI has exhibited tendencies which render him less effective, particularly in close quarter and confined situations; and

WHEREAS, although OZI remains a capable K-9, particularly in detecting the presence of drugs, in his capacity with the Somers Point Police Department his continued assignment with Officer Dill potentially affects the safety of OZI and Officer Dill in the pursuit of suspects; and

WHEREAS, efforts have been made to determine and rectify the cause of OZI’s recent skittishness, an assessment has been made by the Atlantic County Canine Academy with the recommendation to transfer OZI to a department or institution where his drug detection capabilities can be fully utilized; and

WHEREAS, as a trained K-9 dog, the Chief of Police had determined that OZI should not be offered for sale to the general public but should be offered for sale to another police department, correctional institution, or similar entity; and

WHEREAS, efforts have been made by the Police Department and the City Administrator to sell or otherwise transfer OZI including advertising in Law Enforcement publications, which have not resulted in any offer to purchase other than a request from the McSherrystown, Pennsylvania Chief of Police to pick up OZI and transfer him to their Department where he will be used for drug detection detail; and

WHEREAS, the Chief of Police of McSherrystown, Pennsylvania has been provided with the evaluation prepared by the Atlantic County Canine Academy,  has had the opportunity to review OZI's record with the Somers Point Police Department, and is agreeable to taking ownership of OZI as he is, and will indemnify and hold harmless the City of Somers Point, the Somers Point Police Department, their elected officials, officers, agents, volunteers and employees from and against any and all liability which may hereafter be asserted by or on behalf of any person; and 

WHEREAS, although advertisements were made, NJSA 40A:11-36 (2) authorizes a municipality to transfer property to another governmental entity without sealed bid or bidding by auction; and

WHEREAS, NJSA 40A:11-36 (2) authorizes a municipality to sell or transfer real property to such governmental entity at not less than “estimated fair value”; and

WHEREAS, estimated fair value means the “market value of the property between a willing seller and a willing buyer less the cost to the contracting unit to continue storage or maintenance of any personal property not needed for public use; and

WHEREAS, public safety and welfare require that OZI be replaced in order to maintain the Department’s complement of K-9 dogs; and

WHEREAS, arrangements have been made to replace OZI with another trained K-9; and

WHEREAS, the Borough of McSherrystown Pennsylvania and the McSherrystown Police Department are willing to pay to the City the sum of One Dollar ($1.00); and

WHEREAS, despite reasonable best efforts, no other offers have been received; and

WHEREAS, the continued cost to maintain OZI approximate $300.00 per month which will be eliminated upon sale, thus providing additional good and valuable consideration to the City and the Police Department which has been taken into consideration in calculating estimated fair value; and

WHEREAS, the cost to replace OZI will be paid from the K-9 Dog fund and will have no financial consequence to the municipal budget; and

WHEREAS, Chief Boyd and K-9 Officer Dill recommend that OZI be sold and transferred to the McSherrystown Pennsylvania Police Department for the sum of One Dollar ($1.00)

Now, therefore, for good cause shown, it is hereby RESOLVED that:

1) The Mayor and City Council commend K-9 OZI for his meritorious service to our City and to our citizens;

2) The Mayor and City Council authorize the City Administrator to enter into an Agreement in a form approved by the City Solicitor to sell and transfer all ownership interest in and to OZI to the Borough of McSherrystown Pennsylvania and the McSherrystown Police Department for the sum of One Dollar ($1.00) and other good and valuable consideration.

Mayor’s Report
Mayor Glasser reported that the new Wawa will be having a grand opening on May 22nd at 10:00 am and have invited everyone to attend.  He invited everyone to join him at the ribbon cutting.  He also reported that the NJ State Department of Transportation is giving us a grant for the paving of Connecticut Avenue, however, it was less what was requested.  He also reported that he has received several letters from the Chairman of the Bayfest Committee thanking our Police Chief, Public Works Superintendent and Council President Kern for helping get everything together for the Bayfest.  He also reported that May 12-18 is National Police Week and Officers are gathering in Washington DC for a candlelight vigil.  He asked that everyone keep them in their thoughts and prayers during that time.
Administrator’s Report

Committee Reports

Ron Meischker, member of the Economic Development Advisory Commission was asked to give the governing body an update.  He explained that they have entered into a new marketing campaign for the City, having gone with a public relations firm and over the last few months they have put together a new branding document.  He introduced Susan from Suasion who advised that she is the President and they are the City’s Public Relations people of record. She stated that the City doesn’t have a logo, other than the City seal, and they were asked to come up with some sort of icon.  She distributed copies of the proposed icons to everyone.  Mr. Meischker stated that the logo design didn’t fall under their scope, however, they took it on at no cost and have been going the extra mile for us.  Councilman D’Adamo made a motion to accept the proposal and allow them to move forward, seconded by Councilman Triboletti.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote of those present.

Councilman Tapp stated that the Council has discussed the homes on Bay Avenue that need to raise their properties up and whether or not they need to go to the Zoning Board.  Atty. Franklin stated that we need to modify our ordinance.  Councilman Tapp stated that he has invited our Construction Official, Jim McBrien, here tonight to explain.  Jim McBrien advised that we need to come up with some guidelines for dealing with these situations.  He stated that there are people who have been devastated, haven’t lived in their homes for months and months.  He advised that most of these homes are in the historic district and are less than the required 7500 square feet.  He stated that they need relief from the 7500 square foot lot size requirement or relief from going to the Zoning Board.   As this is all going to be discussed at the Planning Board, Council President asked that they come back with a recommendation through Councilman Triboletti.  Councilman Triboletti stated that he needs to make sure the Planning Board has a meeting to address this ordinance.

AN ORDINANCE VACATING A PORTION OF ADAMS STREET
IN THE CITY OF SOMERS POINT, COUNTY OF ATLANTIC,

STATE OF NEW JERSEY
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Ordinance No. 10 (Continued)

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40:67-1(b) authorizes Municipalities to vacate public streets in the public interest; and

WHEREAS, it has been determined by the Somers Point City Council as follows:

1. That the portion of Adams Street described herein below is a "paper street" marked on a map or plat recorded with the City of Somers Point that shows the existence of an intended public right of way.

2. It has been confirmed by the City Engineer that the City of Somers Point does not hold title to the portion of Adams Street proposed to be vacated.

3. The paper street has not yet been physically improved, does not provide public access, and is not needed for public road purposes. 
4. The said portion of Adams Street lends itself to higher and better use than for public road purposes and that it is in the best interest of the general public and the City of Somers Point that any public easements, rights and interests in and to same shall be vacated, released and extinguished;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Common Council of the City of Somers Point, County of Atlantic and State of New Jersey as follows:

SECTION 1.  A PORTION OF PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY IS TO BE VACATED SUBJECT TO STATUTORY PRESERVATION OF EASEMENTS:

All public easements, rights and interests to the portion of Adams Street described herein below, are hereby vacated, released and extinguished except for all rights and privileges now possessed by public utilities, as defined in N.J.S.A. 48:2-13, and by any cable television company, as defined in the "Cable Television Act," N.J.S.A. 48:5A-1 et seq., to maintain, repair and replace their existing facilities in, adjacent to, over and under the street, or any part thereof, to be vacated subject to the conditions described herein, all conditions herein, unless otherwise noted, shall be satisfied prior to said vacation being effective.

SECTION 2.  DESCRIPTION OF THE PORTION OF ADAMS STREET TO BE VACATED:

All that certain tract or parcel of land located in the City of Somers Point, County of Atlantic, New Jersey bounded and described as follows: 

BEGINNING AT a point in the Southeasterly Line of Adams Street (47.5 feet wide), 295.39 feet Southwesterly from the intersection of the Southeasterly Line of Adams Street (47.5 feet wide) and the Southwesterly line of Maryland Avenue (50 feet wide); extending thence 

1. Southwesterly, 70.0 feet along the Southeasterly Line of Adams Street (47.5 feet wide) to a point; thence 

2. Northwesterly, 47.5 feet along the property line of Block 1016, Lot 2 to a point in the Northwesterly line of Adams Street (47.5 feet wide); thence 

3. Northeasterly, 70.0 feet along the Northwesterly line of Adams Street (47.5 feet wide) to a point; thence 

4. Southeasterly, 47.5 feet along a line to a point and place of BEGINNING. 

BEING KNOWN AS Adams Street on Sheet 10 of the Official Tax Map of Somers Point, New Jersey.

CONTAINING a total area of 3,321.5 square feet (0.08 Acres).

SECTION 3. STATUTORY PUBLICATION AND NOTICE:

A.  The City Clerk is directed to publish notice of the introduction of this Ordinance pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:49-2; provided, however, that notice as to such introduction and the time and place when and where the Ordinance will be further considered for public hearing and final passage, shall be made, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:49-6, at least ten (10) days prior to the public hearing and adoption hereof.

B. At least seven (7) days prior to the time affixed for the consideration of this Ordinance for final passage, a copy thereof, together with a notice of the introduction thereof at a time and place when and where the Ordinance will be further considered for final passage, shall be mailed to every person whose land may be effected by this Ordinance insofar as has been ascertained by the City engineer. Said notices shall be made by the City Clerk to the record owners of:

Block 1016, Lot 1.01; 

Block 1016, Lot 2; 

Block 1016, Lot 3; and

Block 1016, Lot 11.01.

C. Within sixty (60) days after adoption of this ordinance, the City Clerk is authorized and directed to cause a certified copy of this ordinance to be filed with the office of the Atlantic County Register of Deeds and to the City Tax Assessor.

SECTION 4.  REPEALER CLAUSE.

All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistencies.

SECTION 5.  EFFECTIVE DATE.

This Ordinance shall take effect upon final passage and publication in accordance with New Jersey law.

WHEREAS, Chapters 120 -12 and 120 - 29 of the Somers Point Municipal Code require the payment of an annual license fee for each dog and cat owned, kept or harbored within the City of Somers Point; and

WHEREAS, every dog license expires on December 31st; and every cat license expires on January 31st; and  

WHEREAS, the City Code allows a grace period for payment of the license fee until April 30 of each year after which, commencing on May 1, a late fee in the amount of Twenty Dollars ($20.00) per license is imposed, plus an additional late fee of Five Dollars ($5.00) per month or portion of a month for which the license fee remains unpaid; and

WHEREAS, as authorized by NJS 4:19-15.15, during the first quarter of 2013 an Animal Census was conducted by the Somers Point Police Department; and
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Resolution No. 113 (Continued)

WHEREAS, in addition to a published Notice, a Notice Letter was provided to owners who were not at home during the census; and

WHEREAS, the Notice Letter included the license fee amounts, the potential for a fine not to exceed $1.000 for failure to obtain a license, and the obligation to purchase the required pet license within ten (10) days following the delivery of the Notice Letter, the Notice Letter did not specify that failure to obtain the license prior to May 1 would result in the imposition of a Twenty Dollar ($20.00) late fee; and

WHEREAS, the Office of the City Clerk has now been inundated with applications for pet licenses accompanied by strong opposition to payment of the late fee on the basis that imposition of the late fee for failure to obtain the required license before May 1 was not stated in the Notice Letter; and

WHEREAS, in the interest of fair dealing and to encourage compliance with the intent of the pet licensing Ordinance, the City Clerk has requested that City Council entertain a one-time waiver of the late fee for all license applicants which obtain licenses by June 30, 2013, with the imposition of the Twenty Dollar ($20.00) late penalty to commence on July 1, 2013, and the imposition of the additional Five Dollar ($5.00) per month - or portion of month - late fee to apply commencing August 1, 2013; and 

WHEREAS, if the recommendation is accepted by City Council, the City Clerk requests authorization to refund those late fees which were paid commencing May 1,2013

Now, THEREFORE, it is hereby RESOLVED that

1) The recommendation made to this Governing Body by the City Clerk has been given due and careful consideration; and

2) Although the Municipal Code is clear in specifying the annual term of each license and the date upon which a late fee will begin to be imposed, the failure of the Notice Letter may have caused a certain amount of confusion and uncertainty

3) As a single exception during calendar year 2013 the City Clerk is authorized to defer the imposition and collection of a Pet License Late fee for any license obtained through June 30, 2013, with the Late Fees to be applied commencing on July 1, 2013 and the Additional Late fee to commence upon August 1, 2013. 

4) The City Clerk is authorized to issue refunds to those license applicants who paid the 2013 late fee between May 1. 2013 and May 9, 2013.
