ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SOMERS POINT, COUNTY OF ATLANTIC, NEW JERSEY, APPROPRIATING CERTAIN UNEXPENDED PROCEEDS OF THE SALE OF PREVIOUSLY ISSUED BONDS AND NOTES TO FINANCE THE COST OF ADDITIONAL CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS AND TAKING RELATED ACTIONS
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Ordinance No. 15 (Continued)



WHEREAS, the City of Somers Point, County of Atlantic, New Jersey (“City”) has, pursuant to the Local Bond Law, Chapter 2 of Title 40A of the New Jersey Statutes, as amended and supplemented (“Local Bond Law”), and Ordinance No. 8-2001, finally adopted on June 14, 2001, and Ordinance No. 6-2005, finally adopted on May 25, 2005, (collectively the aforesaid Ordinances are hereinafter referred to as the “Ordinances”), both duly published as required by law, authorized, issued and sold general obligation bonds in the years 2003 and 2009, respectively (collectively, the “Obligations”) to finance the costs of various municipal projects and improvements as are more fully described in the Ordinances (collectively, the “Prior Projects”); and 

WHEREAS, payment of all of the costs of the Prior Projects under the Ordinances has been made or provided for and $108,612.82 of the proceeds of the sale of the Obligations for the Prior Projects are not necessary for such purposes and remain unexpended (“Unexpended Proceeds”); and


WHEREAS, Section 40A:2-39 of the Local Bond Law provides that, if, in the opinion of the City Council of the City (“Council”), it is in the best interest of the City, the Unexpended Proceeds may be appropriated to and used to finance the cost of any other purpose or purposes for which bonds may be issued; and


WHEREAS, Council has determined that it is in the best interest of the City to appropriate the Unexpended Proceeds towards the costs of additional capital improvements and projects for the City as hereinafter specified.


NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SOMERS POINT, COUNTY OF ATLANTIC, NEW JERSEY (not less than two-thirds of all members thereof affirmatively concurring), does hereby ordain as follows:


Section 1.
Capital Character of Additional Projects; Authorization.  It is hereby determined that the Unexpended Proceeds shall be used to finance the specified cost of the following additional capital improvements and projects to be undertaken by the City (the “Additional Projects”):

(a) Improvements to portions of various municipal roadways in the amount of $60,922.32;

(b) Purchase of equipment for the Fire Department in the amount of $40,000.00; and

(c)
Improvements and upgrades to the City’s existing computer system and network in the amount of $7,690.50.
The Additional Projects constitute purposes for which bonds may be issued pursuant to the Local Bond Law, having a period of usefulness in excess of five (5) years, as required by Section 40A:2-21 of the Local Bond Law.  The purchase and implementation of the Additional Projects is hereby authorized to be made as general improvements in and for the City.


Section 2.
Appropriation of Unexpended Proceeds.
 It is hereby determined that, in the opinion of Council, it is in the best interest of the City to appropriate the Unexpended Proceeds in the amount of $108,612.82 under the Ordinances to finance the costs associated with the Additional Projects, and accordingly, said sum is hereby appropriated.



Section 3.
Capital Budget Amendment.  The capital budget is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of this Ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency therewith and the resolutions promulgated by the Local Finance Board showing full detail of the amended capital budget and capital improvement program as approved by the Director, Division of Local Government Services, are on file with the City Clerk and are available for public inspection.

Section 4.
No Additional Indebtedness Authorized.  This Ordinance does not authorize any additional indebtedness, but merely appropriates proceeds of the Obligations in excess of the amount required to complete the improvements for the financing of which such Obligations were originally issued.



Section 5.
Repeal of Inconsistent Legislation.  All ordinances and resolutions or parts thereof to the extent inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed or rescinded.



Section 6.
Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final adoption and publication as required by law.

An Ordinance Enacted Under Authority of N.J.S.A. 39:4-197 Regulating the Parking of Vehicles on Certain Streets and Portions Thereof; Amending and Supplementing the Somers Point Municipal Code Chapter 250 Vehicles and Traffic, Article I Section 250-24.1 Schedule 1A and Repealing All Ordinances Heretofore Adopted, The Provisions of Which Are Inconsistent Herewith.

WHEREAS,  N.J.S.A. 39:4-197 authorizes a Municipality, by Ordinance, to regulate the parking of vehicles on municipal streets and portions thereof; and
WHEREAS, a determination has been made by the Somers Point City Engineer that due to the deteriorating condition of a bulkhead abutting Launch Avenue which has been identified and warning signs having been erected to inform the traveling public, in the interest of public safety and for the proper access by Fire and Rescue vehicles a recommendation to eliminate vehicle stopping, standing and parking adjacent to the bulkhead area has been made; and; 

WHEREAS,  the recommendations made by the City Engineer have been reviewed by the Somers Point Police Department Traffic Officer and have been deemed appropriate and reasonable; and 

WHEREAS, it is necessary to amend and supplement Chapter 250 of the Code of the City of Somers Point in order to implement the recommended change in parking regulations

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Somers Point, County of Atlantic, and State of New Jersey as follows:
SECTION  1:
The Somers Point Municipal Code Chapter 250 Vehicles and Traffic, Article I Section 250-24.1 Schedule 1A “No Parking, Stopping, Standing” at any time is hereby amended and supplemented to add the following described streets or parts of streets:

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SECTION 2: “No Parking, Stopping or Standing This Side” signage shall be installed and placed according to New Jersey Department of Transportation standards with standard spacing as required by Regulation and in conformance with the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways.

SECTION 3: All other provisions of Chapter 250 shall remain in full force and effect and shall apply to this amendment upon the effective date of this Ordinance

SECTION 4:
All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistencies


SECTION 5:
Should any section, clause, sentence, phrase or provision or any item in any schedule of this ordinance be declared unconstitutional or invalid by a Court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the remaining portions of this ordinance.

RESOLUTION No. 154 of 2013
A RESOLUTION OPPOSING S- 2114 and A-3317

WHEREAS, Senate Bill S-2114 and Assembly Bill A-3317 have been introduced in the New Jersey State Legislature which, if enacted, would remove the right of municipalities register and license rental units as currently authorized pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:48-2.12c and 40:52-1d, and prohibit municipalities from enforcing existing registration and licensing ordinances; and
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WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the City of Somers Point has determined that revocation of licenses and the imposition of penalties are necessary as a proper exercise the municipal police power implicit in the New Jersey Constitution and granted pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:48-2 and, inter alia, to promote, protect and preserve the general public, health, safety and welfare by the provision of safe, clean and habitable housing and with reasonable regulations designed and enforced to encourage the nuisance-free and peaceable enjoyment of residents collectively within the City of Somers Point and to prevent overcrowding in violation of state and local laws; and
WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the City of Somers Point recognizes that legislation regarding the rules, regulations and obligations of municipalities within the State of New Jersey in satisfying Affordable Housing obligations is in a state of flux; and
WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the City of Somers Point recognizes that landlords control both the selection of tenants and their eviction for cause, and that landlords can best remedy these adverse conditions; and
WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the City of Somers Point recognizes that the information provided to municipalities by the New Jersey Department of Community Affairs does not include information which is important to municipalities to have in order to develop an informed response to any future obligation and to develop a meaningful and beneficial long term Spending Plan for the most effective use of Affordable Housing Trust Funds, this Governing Body finds that establishing an accurate base line of rental units within the City is an essential element; and
WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the City of Somers Point recognizes that the need for an organized and uniform registration and inspection program for all residential rental dwelling units within the City upon a change in occupancy is necessary and appropriate to ensure that rental properties are maintained to enhance the public health and safety of tenants and their neighbors; and
WHEREAS, the municipal rental registration ordinances which have been enacted and enforced by the City of Somers Point and other municipalities do not duplicate the information provided by landlords to the New Jersey Department of Community Affairs but do expand upon the scope of the information requested in order to satisfy legitimate governmental purposes; and 

WHEREAS, if the proposed legislation is adopted and enacted, the ability of municipalities to obtain this vital information will be removed and the right of municipalities to enact or enforce such ordinances will be prohibited.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Governing Body of the City of Somers Point does hereby urge the legislature to reject Senate Bill S-2114 and Assembly Bill A-3317; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Municipal Clerk is hereby requested to send certified copies of this resolution to Senate President Sweeney, Assembly Speaker Oliver, Assemblymen John Amodeo and Christopher Brown, Senator James Whelan, Governor Christie and the New Jersey League of Municipalities.

Atty. Franklin explained that he would need to submit a letter to the City Administrator and Council could pass a resolution at the next meeting accepting.  Council thanked Mr. DelGiorno for his generosity.
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Kim O’Brien, 511 Seventh Street, came forward and addressed the governing body stating that she is the one who sent the email to everyone about the pit bull incident on Fifth Street.  She thanked Atty. Franklin for all of his research.  She also stated that she would be in favor of raising the fee for a potentially vicious dog to the maximum of $700.00.  She also asked about licensing for those who breed dogs.

Sandy Ricketts, 514 Fifth Street, addressed the governing body asking if the owner of the property is responsible in any way as the owners of the dog are renters.
Arlene Frambes, 517 Fifth Street, came forward and addressed the governing body with regard to this situation as well.  

Donna Salter, 505 Rhode Island Avenue, addressed the governing body stating that she has in the past contacted the SPCA because of the yipping sounds coming from the house and she felt the dogs were being beaten.

Councilman Dill stated that he would like to amend our ordinance to raise the fee for a potentially vicious dog to the maximum of $700.00.  He asked if we can restrict the breeding of animals.  Atty. Franklin stated that the State Statute says if you operate a kennel you must be licensed.  He stated that it would fall under our home occupation ordinance.

A resident at 515 Fourth Street stated that she has seen the male dog tied to the picnic table with clothesline and doesn’t feel safe to walk down the street.  She stated that she has animals and grandchildren and they are in danger when these animals are not properly restrained. 
Martin Wismer, 515 Fifth Street, came forward in regard to the same issue.  He stated that he appreciates the research that has been done and asked that they not lose their enthusiasm on this issue.
